Make sure to include 

information about the main 

characters, setting, and plot. 

Create a word cloud online. Type 

in words that help describe the 

following: 

 

1.title and author 

2. Setting 

3. Problem 

4. Solution 

5. Characters 

(10 words in each category) 

Choose 2 characters from the novel 

you read and create a 

CHARACTER TRADING CARD 

for each one.  Include character 

traits, what the character’s role was 

in the story, why you chose the 

character, and whether would you 

be friends with this character. 

Explain why you would or would 

not be friends. 

Create a new book jacket for your 

book. On the front, draw an 

illustration that represents the story.  

Make sure to include the title, 

author, and illustrator.  On the back, 

write a summary of the book in 

your own words. You may include 

your own reviews! 

 

Write a book review from the point 

of view of a character in the book. 

 

 

Create a comic that summarizes the 

story you read. Be sure to include 

the main characters, setting, and 

plot. 

Design 3 post cards that represent 

your book.  On the front, include an 

illustration. On the back, write a 

brief summary of how the 

illustration represents the book you 

read.
